The Ohio Department of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services is a cabinet-level department.
How is the program organized? (Into what departments/areas) 

ODADAS serves Ohio citizens with a comprehensive approach to alcohol and other drug addiction prevention, treatment and recovery support services. ODADAS was established on October 10, 1989, pursuant to Section 121.02 of Amended Substitute House Bill 317. 
ODADAS is responsible for the development and administration of a comprehensive statewide plan, emphasizing abstinence as its primary goal, to distribute federal and state funds for the prevention and treatment of alcohol and other drug addictions. ODADAS coordinates alcohol and other drug services with state departments, the criminal justice system, law enforcement, the legislature, local boards, providers, programs, treatment/prevention professionals and faith-based organizations. The Department has the distinction of being one of four (Ohio, Connecticut, New York and South Carolina) Cabinet-level departments in the country.
ODADAS is organized into the divisions representing the key administrative and programmatic functions of the Department: 1) Director’s Office, 2) Human Resources, 3) Fiscal, 4) MIS, 5) Treatment and Recovery Services, 6) Prevention Services, 7) Planning, Outcomes and Research, 8) Communications and Training 9) Legal Services

List substance abuse treatment workforce development initiatives in Ohio.
The Ohio AOD Workforce Resource Project is a joint effort between the National and Ohio Association of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Counselors (OAADAC) and the Ohio Council of Behavioral Healthcare Providers. The project received initial funding from the federal government in 2003. 

The 2004 ODADAS Spring Directors’ Meeting focused on workforce development and an e-based treatment website (www.ebasedtreatment.org) has been created for professionals and those interested in pursuing a career in the AOD field. ODADAS, ORN, Alcohol Drug Addiction Prevention Association of Ohio, the Ohio Chemical Dependency Professionals Board and the OACBHA are working collaboratively to resolve the current addictions workforce crisis. 

Examples of these efforts to date include:

The 2004 ODADAS Spring Directors’ Meeting focused on workforce development, and plans are underway to create an e-based treatment website for professionals and those interested in pursuing a career in the AOD field. 

A targeted track called the Middle Managers Academy was a popular feature at the 2005 Fall Prevention, Treatment and Recovery: The Mega-Conference. This training event partnered with OAADAC so that Ohio’s chemical dependency professionals had the best in available offerings for workforce development. 

A 2006 Summer Addiction Studies Institute was held in conjunction with the Addiction Medicine branch of The Ohio State University. This partnership is blending the educational research excellence of OSU with ODADAS’ commitment to workforce development for the strength of Ohio’s alcohol and other drug services network of care.  Plans for the 2007 Institute are underway.
ODADAS, the Ohio Resource Network (ORN), and the Central Center for Application of Prevention Technologies (CCAPT), partnered to produce a workforce development survey process. The project consists of five phases. 

A manager’s survey, conducted in 2005, was to determine issues in the workplace that affect recruitment and retention of prevention staff, as well as to document promising strategies to address such issues. In addition, salary and employee benefit information was obtained that can be used for analysis, benchmarking, and updating compensation management systems. 

In July 2005 a survey phone call was made to 100 percent of Ohio’s prevention agencies and coalitions that receive funding through the ODADAS, ADAMHS and ADAS service delivery system. In a separate effort, 100 percent of the ADAMHS/ADAS boards in Ohio were also contacted. If the data could not be collected on the phone, the survey questionnaire was faxed to the respondent. Data collection for the manager survey was completed on September 30, 2005. 

The database is comprised of 139 completed surveys received from the executive directors, managers or other designee of Ohio’s prevention agencies/coalitions. Thirty-three boards also responded to the survey. The survey’s key findings are summarized in the following issue areas: 1) Employee benefits, 2) Compensation of personnel, 3) Recruitment and retention problems and strategies, 4) Turnover and vacancies, 5) Education and credentials and 6) Workforce development. The practitioner survey will be completed in 2006

	Familiarity with Prescription Drug Abuse Trends

	Q1: What process do you have in place to track drug trends? 

The Ohio Substance Abuse Monitoring Network (OSAM) is a collaborative, qualitative research venture funded by ODADAS. The primary mission of OSAM is to provide a dynamic picture of substance abuse trends and newly emerging problems among populations. The OSAM Network has the capacity to respond rapidly to investigate new drugs being used on the streets as well as monitoring drug and alcohol abuse and changes in drug abuse or drug-using populations. OSAM provides substance abuse professionals and policy makers with the information necessary to plan for alcohol and drug addiction prevention, treatment and recovery services, and to respond to previously unrecognized drug and alcohol problems among underserved populations. The OSAM Network publishes its findings twice yearly in comprehensive reports. Critical findings are disseminated through “OSAM-O-GRAMS,” one-page summary reports that briefly and graphically represent significant substance abuse trends.

PHARMACEUTICAL OPIOIDS

· Vicodin®, Percocet®, and OxyContin® continued to be the most commonly abused pharmaceutical opioids.  Early reports of buprenorphine diversion and abuse were obtained from users in Columbus and several crime labs across the state. 

According to users, treatment providers, and law enforcement professionals, Vicodin® (hydrocodone), Percocet® (oxycodone), and OxyContin® (oxycodone controlled-release) remained the most commonly abused pharmaceutical opioids in the state, with street availability estimated to be moderate or high. Availability of diverted methadone tablets or wafers, was estimated to be low or moderate. Reports about buprenorphine abuse were obtained from active users and crime lab professionals in Columbus. BCI&I labs in Richfield and London also reported cases of buprenorphine diversion. Cases of Kadian® (morphine controlled-release) availability and abuse were reported by active users in Cincinnati. Prices for oxycodone, methadone, and hydrocodone products continue to be reported at $0.50 -$1 per milligram of opioid content. For example, a 20-milligram OxyContin® tablet reportedly sold for $10-$20, a tablet of Vicodin® ES (7.5 mg of hydrocodone) around $5, and a 10-milligram methadone tablet could be purchased for $5. Significant increases in pharmaceutical opioid abuse among white high school and college-age individuals continue to be reported in all OSAM reporting areas.  

PHARMACEUTICAL TRANQUILIZERS

· Benzodiazepine availability and abuse remained consistent at moderate or high levels.

According to drug users and crime lab professionals, street availability of benzodiazepines, such as Xanax® (alprazolam), Klonopin® (clonazepam), and Valium® (diazepam) remained at moderate or high levels in most areas. According to drug users, benzodiazepines were commonly abused in combination with other substances, especially alcohol.  

Q2a: Describe any (current or planned) initiatives/programs that specifically target prescription drug abuse.
One of ODADAS’ stakeholders, the Ohio Association of County Behavioral Health Authorities (OACBHA), received a grant from Purdue Pharma in 2003 to conduct regional seminars on OTC and pharmaceutical drug abuse.  These prevention education sessions were held around the state.  ODADAS also host the Partnership for a Drug-Free Ohio project, the state alliance to the Partnership for a Drug-Free America.  Public service advertisements for the past year have targeted OTC/prescription drug abuse prevention.  ODADAS has distributed these around the state and worked with media outlets and drug-free community coalitions to get as much coverage as possible.
Q3: To what extent do individuals seeking treatment for prescription drug abuse request services in state supported programs? Please describe the type(s) of programs in your state that provide treatment to individuals with a prescription drug addiction.
According to the ODADAS 2005 Annual Report, Alcohol was the most popular drug of choice (41%) followed by marijuana (20%), cocaine/crack (12%) and heroin (9%).  Amphetamines and barbiturates accounted for less then 0.5% of treatment admissions as a drug of choice.  Approximately 10% of admissions were for a drug of choice other than those listed here.  An additional 7% of admissions did not report a drug of choice.  While admissions for pharmaceutical drugs are rising in Ohio, by far the majority of those seeking treatment report a drug of choice of alcohol, marijuana cocaine/crack or heroin (82%).

The Ohio State Board of Pharmacy announced a March 20, 2006 memorandum to pharmacists that its prescription monitoring program, Ohio Automated Rx Reporting System (OARRS), would begin accepting reports on May 1, 2006. The reports contain dispensing information for all controlled substances, carisoprodol products, and tramadol products that are dispensed by pharmacies.

	Q5: Describe strategies that have been implemented in your state to reach out to physicians and pharmacists on addiction-related information. Were your efforts successful? Why or why not? 
ODADAS works with the Ohio Physicians Health Program (OPHP) to get AOD information directly to physicians statewide.  We also had a medical track at the 2006 Addiction Studies Institute- about 11 MDs, 16 psychologists and some nurses attended this track.  We’ve been working with the Ohio Academy of Pediatric Physicians on our FASD initiative and collaborating on their newsletter to pediatric practitioners.  Reaching the physicians with AOD-related information is a continuing challenge.
